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Rahe-Kraft Confidential Information Policy

1. ,Confidential Information” means any information disclosed by clients to Rahe-Kraft
in connection with a joint project or potential joint project; disclosure may be directly
or indirectly in writing, orally or by inspection of objects or documents. Information
which is publicly known or generally available is not considered confidential.

2. Non-Disclosure and Maintenance: Rahe-Kraft will use any Confidential Information
solely for the purpose of developing the joint project. Rahe-Kraft will not disclose any
Confidential Information to third parties or employees of client which are not involved
in the joint project. Rahe-Kraft will take all reasonable measures to protect the
secrecy and avoid disclosure of and unauthorized use of Confidential Information.

3. Written Agreement: A non-disclosure agreement can be made if required by client.

4. Return Policy: Any documents and objects containing or representing Confidential
Information and all copies thereof will be returned to client by his request.

5. Term: Confidentiality survives until the Confidential Information becomes publicly
known and made generally available through no action or inaction or Rahe-Kraft or by
explicit agreement with client.

Rahe-Kraft wishes and expects that Confidential Information disclosed by Rahe-Kraft to
clients is treated equally as mentioned above.
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
